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PART I

ITEM 1. BUSINESS

We are a leading specialty chemical and ingredients company that formulates, distributes, blends and manufactures products for our Industrial, Water Treatment and Health and Nutriton customers. We believe that we create value for our customers through superb service and support, quality products, personalized applicatons and trustworthy, creatve employees.

We conduct our business in three segments: Industrial, Water Treatment, and Health and Nutriton.

Industrial Segment. Our Industrial Group specializes in providing industrial chemicals, products and services to industries such as agriculture, chemical processing, electronics, energy, food, pharmaceutcal and platng. This group’s principal products are acids, alkalis and food-grade and pharmaceutcal salts and ingredients.

The Industrial Group:

· Manufactures sodium hypochlorite (bleach), certain food-grade and pharmaceutcal products, including liquid phosphates, lactates and other blended products, and agricultural products;

· Receives, stores and distributes various chemicals in bulk quanttes, including liquid caustc soda, sulfuric acid, hydrochloric acid, urea, phosphoric acid, aqua ammonia and potassium hydroxide;

· Repackages water treatment chemicals for our Water Treatment Group and bulk industrial chemicals to sell in smaller quanttes to our customers; and

· Performs custom blending of chemicals according to customer formulas and specifcatons.

The group’s sales are concentrated primarily in the central United States, while the group sells food and pharmaceutcal products, as well as some agricultural products, natonally. The Industrial Group relies on a specially trained sales staf that works directly with customers on their specifc needs. The group conducts its business primarily through manufacturing locatons and terminal operatons. Agricultural sales within this group tend to be seasonal, with higher sales during the typical plantng season of March through June given the regions of the country we serve.

Water Treatment Segment. Our Water Treatment Group specializes in providing chemicals, products, equipment, services and solutons for potable water, municipal and industrial wastewater, industrial process water, non-residental swimming pool water and agricultural water. This group has the resources and fexibility to treat systems ranging in size from a single small well to a mult-million-gallon-per-day facility.

The group utlizes delivery routes operated by our employees who typically serve as route driver, salesperson and trained technician to deliver our products and diagnose our customers’ water treatment needs. We believe that the high level of service provided by these individuals allows us to serve as the trusted water treatment expert for many of the municipalites and other customers that we serve. We also believe that there are signifcant synergies between our Water Treatment and Industrial Groups that allow us to obtain a compettve cost positon on many of the chemicals sold by the Water Treatment Group due to the volumes of these chemicals purchased by our Industrial Group. In additon, our Industrial and Water Treatment groups share certain resources, which leverage fxed costs across both groups.

The Water Treatment group operates out of 47 warehouses supplying products and services to customers in 46 states. We expect to contnue to invest in existng and new branches to expand the group’s geographic coverage. Our Water Treatment Group has historically experienced higher sales during April to September, primarily due to a seasonal increase in chemicals used by municipal water treatment facilites.

Health and Nutriton Segment. Our Health and Nutriton Group specializes in providing ingredient distributon, processing and formulaton solutons to manufacturers of nutraceutcal, functonal food and beverage, personal care, dietary supplement and other nutritonal food, health and wellness products. This group ofers a diverse product portolio including minerals, vitamins and amino acids, excipients, joint products, botanicals and herbs, sweeteners and enzymes.
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The Health and Nutriton Group relies on a specially trained sales staf that works directly with customers on their specifc needs. The group’s extensive product portolio combined with value-added services, including product formulaton, sourcing and distributon, and processing and blending, positons this group as a one-stop ingredient solutons provider to its customers. The group also follows rigorous quality control and compliance processes to provide reliable, high-quality products to its customers. The group operates out of facilites in California and New York and its products are sold natonally and, in certain cases, internatonally.

Raw Materials. We have numerous suppliers, including many of the major chemical producers in the United States. We source our health and nutriton ingredients from a wide array of domestc and internatonal vendors. We typically have distributorship agreements or supply contracts with our suppliers that are periodically renewed. We believe that most of the products we purchase can be obtained from alternatve sources should existng relatonships be terminated. We are dependent upon the availability of our raw materials. While we believe that we have adequate sources of supply for our raw material and product requirements, we cannot be sure that supplies will be consistently available in the future. In the event that certain raw materials become generally unavailable, suppliers may extend lead tmes or limit or cut of the supply of materials to us. As a result, we may not be able to supply or manufacture products for our customers.

Intellectual Property. Our intellectual property portolio is of economic importance to our business. When appropriate, we have pursued, and we will contnue to pursue, patents covering our products. We have also obtained certain trademarks for our products to distnguish them from our compettors’ products. We regard many of the formulas, informaton and processes that we generate and use in the conduct of our business as proprietary and protectable under applicable copyright, patent, trademark, trade secret and unfair competton laws.

Customer Concentraton. In fscal 2024, none of our customers accounted for 10% or more of our total sales.

Competton. We operate in a compettve industry and compete with many producers, distributors and sales agents ofering products equivalent to substantally all of the products we ofer. Many of our compettors are larger than we are and may have greater fnancial resources, although no one compettor is dominant in all of the markets we serve. We compete by ofering quality products with outstanding customer service at compettve prices coupled with value-added services or product formulaton where needed. Because of our long-standing relatonships with many of our suppliers, we are ofen able to leverage those relatonships to obtain products when supplies are limited or to obtain compettve pricing.

Working Capital. Due to the nature of our operatons, which includes purchases of large quanttes of bulk chemicals, the tming of purchases can result in signifcant changes in working capital and the resultng operatng cash fow. Historically, our cash requirements for working capital increase during the period from March through November as caustc soda inventory levels increase with most of our barges received during this period.

Regulatory Maters. We are subject to numerous federal, state and local environmental, health and safety laws and regulatons in the jurisdictons in which we operate, including laws and regulatons relatng to the management, storage, transportaton and disposal of chemicals and wastes; product regulaton; air, water and soil contaminaton; and the investgaton and cleanup of any spills or releases that may result from our management, handling, storage, sale, or transportaton of chemicals and other products. In additon, societal concerns regarding the safety of chemicals in commerce and their potental impact on the environment have resulted in a growing trend towards increasing levels of product safety and environmental protecton regulatons. These concerns have led to, and could contnue to result in, more stringent regulatory interventon by governmental authorites.

In additon, we operate a feet of more than 350 commercial vehicles, primarily in our Water Treatment Group, which are highly regulated, including by the U.S. Department of Transportaton (“DOT”). The DOT governs transportaton maters including authorizaton to engage in motor carrier service, including the necessary permits to conduct our businesses, equipment operaton, and safety.
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The manufacture, packaging, labeling, advertsing, promoton, distributon and sale of our agricultural, food, pharmaceutcal, pestcide and health and nutriton products are subject to regulaton by numerous natonal and local governmental agencies in the United States and other countries. The primary regulatory bodies in the United States are the Food and Drug Administraton (the “FDA”), the Environmental Protecton Agency, the United States Department of Agriculture and the Federal Trade Commission, and we are also subject to similar regulators in other countries. In partcular, the FDA’s current good manufacturing practces (“GMPs”) describe policies and procedures designed to ensure that nutraceutcals, pharmaceutcals and dietary supplements are produced in a quality manner, do not contain contaminants or impurites, and are accurately labeled and cover the manufacturing, packaging, labeling and storing of products, with requirements for quality control, design and constructon of manufacturing plants, testng of ingredients and fnal products, record keeping, and complaints processes.

Further informaton related to government regulaton applicable to our business is included in this Annual Report on Form 10-K, in Part I, Item 1A - Risk Factors.

Human Capital. Our team is a key to our success and we are commited to creatng a workplace that atracts top talent, develops leaders and drives performance on behalf of our customers and shareholders.

We strive to recruit the best people for the job regardless of race, color, natonality, gender, age, disability, sexual orientaton or any other status protected by law. It is our policy to comply fully with all applicable laws relatng to discriminaton in the workplace and are commited to advancing an inclusive, collaboratve and respectul culture.

The health and safety of our employees is our highest priority. We work to ensure our employees have a thorough understanding of health and safety precautons that need to be taken in all business functons. Specifc safety initatves include accident preventon work, improving process controls, safety training, safety commitees, safety audits, incident investgaton and improvement measures.

We strive to provide employees with compettve wages commensurate with their skill levels, experience, knowledge and the regional market. Full-tme employees are eligible for health, dental and vision insurance, paid and unpaid leaves, 401(K) plan, retrement plans, life and disability/accident coverage and our employee assistance program.

As of March 31, 2024, we had 934 employees across the United States, of which 928 were full-tme employees. Approximately 41% of our employees were female or racially and ethnically diverse, and approximately 10% were covered by a collectve bargaining agreement. Of the eight members of our Board of Directors, two are female, six are male, one is Asian American and seven are white.

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ITEM 1A. RISK FACTORS

You should carefully consider the following material factors regarding risks relatng to an investment in our securites and when reading the informaton, including the fnancial informaton, contained in this Annual Report on Form 10-K. Shareholders are cautoned that these and other factors may afect future performance and cause actual results to difer materially from those that may be antcipated.

COMPETITIVE AND REPUTATIONAL RISKS

We operate in a highly compettve environment and face signifcant competton and price pressure.

We operate in a highly compettve industry and compete with producers, manufacturers, distributors and sales agents ofering products equivalent to substantally all of the products we ofer. Competton is based on several key criteria, including product price, product performance, product quality, product availability and security of supply, breadth of product oferings, geographic reach, responsiveness of product development in cooperaton with customers, technical expertse and customer service. Many of our compettors are larger than we are and may have greater fnancial resources, more product oferings and a broader geographic reach. As a result, these compettors may be able to ofer a broader array of products to a larger geographic area and may be beter able than us to withstand changes in conditons within our industry, changes in the prices and availability of raw materials and changes in general economic conditons as well as be able to introduce innovatve products that reduce demand for or the proft from our products. Additonally, compettors’ pricing decisions could compel us to decrease our prices, which could adversely afect our margins and proftability. Our ability to maintain or increase our proftability would be dependent upon our ability to ofset compettve decreases in the prices and margins of our products by improving producton efciency, investng in infrastructure to reduce freight costs, identfying and selling higher margin products, providing higher levels of technical expertse and customer service, and improving existng products through innovaton and research and development. If we are unable to maintain our proftability or compettve positon, we could lose market share to our compettors and experience reduced proftability.

Our businesses expose us to potental product liability claims and recalls, which could adversely afect our fnancial conditon and performance.

The repackaging, blending, mixing and distributon of products by us, including chemical products and products used in food or food ingredients or with medical, pharmaceutcal or dietary supplement applicatons, involve an inherent risk of exposure to product liability claims, product recalls, product seizures and related adverse publicity, including, without limitaton, claims for exposure to our products, spills or release of our products, personal injuries, food-related claims and property damage or environmental claims. A product liability claim, judgment or recall against our customers could also result in substantal and unexpected expenditures for us, afect consumer confdence in our products and divert management’s atenton from other responsibilites. Although we maintain product liability insurance, there can be no assurance that the type or level of coverage is adequate or that we will be able to contnue to maintain our existng insurance or obtain comparable insurance at a reasonable cost, if at all. A product recall or a partally or completely uninsured judgment against us could have a material adverse efect on our business, fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

Changes in our customers’ needs or failure of our products to meet customers’ requirements could adversely afect our sales and proftability.

Our products are used for a broad range of applicatons by our customers. Changes in our customers’ product needs or processes, or reductons in demand for their end products, may enable or require our customers to reduce or eliminate consumpton of the products that we provide. Customers may also fnd alternatve materials or processes that no longer require our products. Consequently, it is important that we develop new products to replace the sales of products that mature and decline in use.

Our products provide important performance atributes to our customers’ products. If our products fail to meet the customers’ requirements or comply with applicable laws or regulatons, perform in a manner inconsistent with the customers’ expectatons or have a shorter useful life than required, a customer could seek replacement of the product or damages for costs incurred as a result of the product failure. A successful claim or series of claims against us could have a material adverse efect on our fnancial conditon and results of operatons and could result in a loss of one or more customers. Reductons in demand for our products could adversely afect our sales and fnancial results and result in facility closures.
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Adverse publicity or negatve public percepton regarding partcular ingredients or products or the dietary supplement industry in general could adversely afect the fnancial performance of those portons of our business.

Purchasing decisions made by consumers of products that contain our ingredients may be afected by adverse publicity or negatve public percepton regarding partcular ingredients or products or the dietary supplement industry in general. This negatve public percepton may include publicity regarding the risks, efcacy, legality or quality of partcular ingredients or products in general or of other companies or our products or ingredients specifcally. Negatve public percepton may also arise from regulatory investgatons, regardless of whether those investgatons involve us. We are highly dependent upon consumers’ percepton of the safety and quality of products that contain our ingredients as well as similar products distributed by other companies. Thus, the mere publicaton of reports assertng that such products may be harmful could have a material adverse efect on us, regardless of whether these reports are scientfcally supported. Publicity related to dietary supplements or food ingredients may also result in increased regulatory scrutny of our industry. Adverse publicity may have a material adverse efect on our business, fnancial conditon, results of operatons and cash fows.

Failure to adequately protect critcal data and technology systems could materially afect our operatons.

Informaton technology system failures, network disruptons and breaches of data security due to internal or external factors including phishing or cyber-atacks could disrupt our operatons by causing delays or cancellaton of customer orders, impede the manufacture or shipment of products or cause standard business processes to become inefectve, resultng in the unintentonal disclosure of informaton or damage to our reputaton. While we have taken steps to address these concerns by implementng network security and internal control measures, including employee training, comprehensive monitoring of our networks and systems, maintenance of backup and protectve systems and disaster recovery and incident response plans, our employees, systems, networks, products, facilites and services remain vulnerable to phishing atacks and cyber-assault, and, as such, there can be no assurance that a system failure, network disrupton or data security breach will not have a material adverse efect on our business, fnancial conditon, operatng results or cash fows.

RISKS RELATED TO OUR INDUSTRY

Fluctuatons in the prices and availability of our raw materials, which may be cyclical in nature, could have a material adverse efect on our operatons and the margins we receive on sales of our products.

We experience regular and recurring fuctuatons in the pricing of our raw materials. Those fuctuatons can be signifcant and occur rapidly. The cyclicality of commodity markets, such as the market for caustc soda, primarily results from changes in the balance between supply and demand and the level of general economic actvity. We cannot predict whether the markets for our raw materials will favorably impact or negatvely impact the margins we can realize.

The prices we pay for our principal chemical raw materials generally lag the market prices of the underlying raw material. The cost of inventory we have on hand, partcularly inventories of our bulk commodity chemicals where we have signifcant volumes stored at our facilites, generally will lag the current market pricing of such inventory. The pricing within our supply contracts generally adjusts quarterly or monthly. While we atempt to maintain compettve pricing and stable margin dollars, the potental variance in our cost of inventory from the current market pricing can cause signifcant volatlity in our margins realized. We do not engage in futures or other derivatves contracts to hedge against fuctuatons in future prices. We may enter into sales contracts where the selling prices for our products are fxed for a period of tme, exposing us to volatlity in raw materials prices that we acquire on a spot market or short-term contractual basis. We atempt to pass commodity pricing changes to our customers, but we may be unable to or be delayed in doing so. Our inability to pass through price increases or any limitaton or delay in our passing through price increases could adversely afect our proft margins.

We are also dependent upon the availability of our raw materials. In the event that raw materials are in short supply or unavailable, raw material suppliers may extend lead tmes or limit or cut of supplies. As a result, we may not be able to supply or manufacture products for some or all of our customers. Constraints on the supply or delivery of critcal raw materials could disrupt our operatons and adversely afect the performance of our businesses.
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Demand for our products is afected by general economic conditons and by the cyclical nature of many of the industries we serve, which could cause signifcant fuctuatons in our sales volumes and results.

Demand for our products is afected by general economic conditons. A decline in general economic or business conditons in the industries served by our customers could have a material adverse efect on our businesses. Although we sell to areas traditonally considered non-cyclical, such as water treatment, food products and health and nutritonal ingredients, many of our customers are in businesses that are cyclical in nature, such as the industrial manufacturing and energy industries which include the ethanol and agriculture industries. Downturns in these industries could adversely afect our sales and our fnancial results by afectng demand for and pricing of our products.

Our business is subject to hazards common to chemical businesses, any of which could interrupt our producton and adversely afect our results of operatons.

Our business is subject to hazards common to chemical manufacturing, blending, storage, handling and transportaton, including explosions, fres, severe weather, natural disasters, mechanical failure, unscheduled downtme, transportaton interruptons, trafc accidents involving our delivery vehicles, derailments, chemical spills, discharges or releases of toxic or hazardous substances or gases and other risks. These hazards could cause personal injury and loss of life, severe damage to or destructon of property and equipment, and environmental contaminaton. In additon, the occurrence of material operatng problems or the absence of personnel due to pandemics or other disasters at any of our facilites due to any of these hazards may make it impossible for us to make sales to our customers and may result in a negatve public or politcal reacton. Many of our facilites are near signifcant residental populatons which increases the risk of negatve public or politcal reacton should an environmental issue occur and could lead to adverse zoning or other regulatory actons that could limit our ability to operate our business in those locatons. Accordingly, these hazards and their consequences could have a material adverse efect on our operatons as a whole, including our results of operatons and cash fows, both during and afer the period of operatonal difcultes.

Environmental problems at any of our facilites could result in signifcant unexpected costs.

We are subject to federal, state and local environmental regulatons regarding the ownership of real property and the operatons conducted on real property. Under various federal, state and local laws, ordinances and regulatons, we may own or operate real property or may have arranged for the disposal or treatment of hazardous or toxic substances at a property and, therefore, may become liable for the costs of removal or remediaton of certain hazardous substances released on or in our property or disposed of by us, as well as certain other potental costs which could relate to hazardous or toxic substances (including governmental fnes and injuries to persons and property). Such liability may be imposed whether or not we knew of, or were responsible for, the presence of these hazardous or toxic substances. Further, future changes in environmental laws or regulatons may require additonal investment in capital equipment or the implementaton of additonal compliance programs in the future. The cost of investgaton, remediaton or removal of such substances may be substantal.

In the conduct of our operatons, we have handled and do handle materials that are considered hazardous, toxic or volatle under federal, state and local laws. The potental for the accidental release of such products cannot be completely eliminated. In additon, we operate or own facilites located on or near real property that was formerly owned and operated by others. These propertes may have been used in ways that involved hazardous materials. Contaminates may migrate from, within or through any such property, which may give rise to claims against us. Third partes who are responsible for contaminaton may not have funds, or may not make funds available when needed, to pay remediaton costs imposed upon us jointly with them under environmental laws and regulatons.

Our Water Treatment Group and our agricultural product sales within our Industrial Group are subject to seasonality and weather conditons, which could adversely afect our results of operatons.

Our Water Treatment Group has historically experienced higher sales during April to September, primarily due to a seasonal increase in chemicals used by municipal water treatment facilites. Our agricultural product sales within our Industrial Group are also seasonal, primarily corresponding with the plantng season. Demand in both of these areas is also afected by weather conditons, as either higher or lower than normal precipitaton or temperatures may afect water usage and the tming and the amount of consumpton of our products. We cannot assure you that seasonality or fuctuatng weather conditons will not have a material adverse efect on our results of operatons.
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OPERATIONAL RISKS

Disruptons within our supply chain have negatvely impacted, and could contnue to negatvely impact, our producton, fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

We have been, and could contnue to be, adversely afected by disruptons within our supply chain and transportaton network. The raw materials we need are transported by truck, rail, barge or ship by third-party providers. The costs of transportng our products or necessary raw materials could be negatvely afected by factors outside of our control, including rail service interruptons or rate increases, extreme weather events, tarifs, rising fuel costs and capacity constraints. In recent years, unprecedented congeston in ocean shipping adversely impacted the reliability of our imported raw materials, and transport driver shortages caused extended lead tmes for domestc shipments. In additon, rail shipments can be unreliable, with signifcant delays in service and increased costs. The impacts of high-profle derailments could further degrade service levels and cause railroads to increase costs. Signifcant delays or increased costs relatng to transportaton could materially afect our fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

Similar supply chain issues have impacted and could contnue to impact both our suppliers and our customers. The supply of our necessary raw materials could be interrupted due to shortages of raw materials, efects of economic, politcal or fnancial market conditons on a supplier's operatons, labor disputes or weather conditons afectng products or shipments, transportaton disruptons, natural disasters, outbreaks of disease, informaton system disruptons or other reasons beyond our control. Similar disruptons at our customers could reduce demand for our products, reducing our sales and proftability. Product shortages or delays in deliveries, along with other factors such as price infaton and higher transportaton costs, have also resulted in price increases from our suppliers. We may be unable to pass these price increases on to our customers, which could erode our proft margins. These supply chain constraints, increased product costs and infatonary pressures could contnue or escalate in the future, which would have an adverse impact on our business and results of operatons.

We are highly dependent upon transportaton infrastructure to ship and receive our products and delays in these shipments could adversely afect our results of operatons.

Although we maintain a number of owned trucks and trailers, we rely heavily upon transportaton provided by third partes (including common carriers, barge companies, rail companies and trans-ocean cargo companies) to deliver products to us and to our customers. Our access to third-party transportaton is not guaranteed, and we may be unable to transport our products in a tmely manner, or at all, in certain circumstances, or at economically atractve rates. Disruptons in transportaton are common, are ofen out of our control, and can happen suddenly and without warning. Rail limitatons, such as limitatons in rail capacity, availability of railcars, workforce shortages, threats of strikes, derailments, embargoes and adverse weather conditons have disrupted or delayed rail shipments in the past and could do so in the future. Barge shipments are delayed or impossible under certain circumstances, including during tmes of high or low water levels, when waterways are frozen and when locks and dams are inoperable. The availability and reliability of truck transportaton has been negatvely impacted by a number of factors, including limited availability of qualifed drivers and equipment, limitatons on drivers’ hours of service and failures of critcal infrastructure, such as bridges. The volumes handled by, and operatng challenges at, ocean ports have at tmes been volatle and can delay the receipt of goods, or cause the cost of shipping goods to be more expensive. Our failure to ship or receive products in a tmely and efcient manner could have a material adverse efect on our fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

If we are unable to retain key personnel or atract new skilled personnel, it could have an adverse impact on our businesses.

Because of the specialized and technical nature of our businesses, our future performance is dependent on the contnued service of, and on our ability to atract and retain, qualifed management, scientfc, technical and support personnel. The unantcipated departure of key members of our management team could have an adverse impact on our business.
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We may not be able to successfully consummate future acquisitons or dispositons or integrate acquisitons into our business, which could result in unantcipated expenses and losses.

As part of our business growth strategy, we have acquired businesses and may pursue acquisitons in the future. Our ability to pursue this strategy will be limited by our ability to identfy appropriate acquisiton candidates and our fnancial resources, including available cash and borrowing capacity. In additon, we may seek to divest of businesses that are underperforming or not core to our future business. The expense incurred in consummatng transactons, the tme it takes to integrate an acquisiton or our failure to integrate businesses successfully could result in unantcipated expenses and losses. Furthermore, we may not be able to realize the antcipated benefts from acquisitons.

The process of integratng acquired operatons into our existng operatons may result in unforeseen operatng difcultes and may require signifcant fnancial resources that would otherwise be available for the ongoing development or expansion of existng operatons. The risks associated with the integraton of acquisitons include potental disrupton of our ongoing businesses and distracton of management, unforeseen claims, liabilites, adjustments, charges and write-ofs, difculty in conforming the acquired business’ standards, processes, procedures and controls with our operatons, and challenges arising from the increased scope, geographic diversity and complexity of the expanded operatons.

Our businesses are subject to risks stemming from natural disasters or other extraordinary events outside of our control, which could interrupt our producton and adversely afect our results of operatons.

Natural disasters have the potental of interruptng our operatons and damaging our propertes, which could adversely afect our businesses. Flooding of the Mississippi River has temporarily shifed the Company’s terminal operatons out of its buildings four tmes since the spring of 2010, including most recently the spring of 2019. We can give no assurance that fooding or other natural disasters will not recur or that there will not be material damage or interrupton to our operatons in the future from such disasters.

Chemical-related assets may be at greater risk of future terrorist atacks than other possible targets in the United States. Federal law imposes site security requirements, specifcally on chemical facilites, which have increased our overhead expenses. Federal regulatons have also been adopted to increase the security of the transportaton of hazardous chemicals in the United States. We ship and receive materials that are classifed as hazardous and we believe we have met these requirements, but additonal federal and local regulatons that limit the distributon of hazardous materials are being considered. Bans on movement of hazardous materials through certain cites or via certain modes of transportaton could adversely afect the efciency of our logistcal operatons. Broader restrictons on hazardous material movements could lead to additonal investment and could change where and what products we provide.

The occurrence of extraordinary events, including future terrorist atacks, wars, global health developments and pandemics, or escalaton of hostlites, cannot be predicted, but their occurrence can be expected to negatvely afect the economy in general, and specifcally the markets for our products. The resultng damage from a direct atack on our assets, or assets used by us, could include loss of life and property damage. In additon, available insurance coverage may not be sufcient to cover all of the damage incurred or, if available, may be prohibitvely expensive.

We may not be able to renew our leases of land where four of our operatons facilites reside.

We lease the land where our three main terminals are located and where another signifcant manufacturing plant is located. These leases, including all renewal periods, have expiraton dates from 2024 to 2044. The failure to secure extended lease terms on any one of these facilites may have a material adverse impact on our business, as they are where a porton of our chemicals are manufactured and where the majority of our bulk chemicals are stored. While we can make no assurances, based on historical experience and antcipated future needs, we intend to extend these leases and believe that we will be able to renew our leases as the renewal periods expire. If we are unable to renew three of our leases (two relate to terminals and one to manufacturing) any property remaining on the land becomes the property of the lessor, and the lessor has the opton to either maintain the property or remove the property at our expense. The fourth lease provides that we turn any property remaining on the land over to the lessor for them to maintain or remove at their expense. The cost to relocate our operatons could have a material adverse efect on our results of operatons and fnancial conditon.
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LEGAL AND REGULATORY RISKS

Environmental, health and safety, transportaton and storage laws and regulatons cause us to incur substantal costs and may subject us to future liabilites and risks.

We are subject to numerous federal, state and local environmental, health, safety and land use laws and regulatons in the jurisdictons in which we operate, including the management, storage, transportaton and disposal of chemicals and wastes; product regulaton; air water and soil contaminaton; land use, fre code and zoning; and the investgaton and cleanup of any spills or releases that may result from our management, handling, storage, sale, or transportaton of chemicals and other products. The nature of our business exposes us to risks of liability under these laws and regulatons. Ongoing compliance with such laws and regulatons is an important consideraton for us and we invest substantal capital and incur signifcant operatng costs in our compliance eforts. In additon, societal concerns regarding the safety of chemicals in commerce and their potental impact on the environment have resulted in a growing trend towards increasing levels of product safety and environmental protecton regulatons and restrictons on the locatons and operatons of chemical facilites. These concerns have led to, and could contnue to result in, more stringent regulatory interventon by governmental authorites. In additon, these concerns could infuence public perceptons, impact the commercial viability of the products we sell and increase the costs to comply with increasingly complex regulatons, which could have a negatve impact on our business, fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

In additon, we operate a feet of more than 350 commercial vehicles, primarily in our Water Treatment Group, which are highly regulated, including by the DOT. The DOT governs transportaton maters including authorizaton to engage in motor carrier service, including the necessary permits to conduct our businesses, equipment operaton, and safety. We are audited periodically by the DOT to ensure that we are in compliance with various safety, hours-of-service, and other rules and regulatons. If we were found to be out of compliance, the DOT could severely restrict or otherwise impact our operatons, which could have a material adverse efect on our operatons as a whole, including our results of operatons and cash fows.

If we violate applicable laws or regulatons, in additon to being required to correct such violatons, we could be held liable in administratve, civil or criminal proceedings for substantal fnes and other sanctons that could disrupt, limit or halt our operatons, which could have a material adverse efect on our operatons as a whole, including our results of operatons and cash fows. Liabilites associated with the investgaton and cleanup of releases of hazardous substances, as well as personal injury, property damages or natural resource damages arising out of such releases of hazardous substances, may be imposed in many situatons without regard to violatons of laws or regulatons or other fault, and may also be imposed jointly and severally (so that a responsible party may be held liable for more than its share of the losses involved, or even the entre loss). Such liabilites can be difcult to identfy and the extent of any such liabilites can be difcult to predict. We use, and in the past have used, hazardous substances at many of our facilites, and have generated, and contnue to generate, hazardous wastes at a number of our facilites. We have in the past been, and may in the future be, subject to claims relatng to exposure to hazardous materials and the associated liabilites may be material.
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Many of our products, partcularly our food, pharmaceutcal and health and nutriton products are subject to government regulaton, both in the United States and abroad, which could increase our costs signifcantly and limit or prevent the sale of such products.

The manufacture, packaging, labeling, advertsing, promoton, distributon and sale of many of our products, but our food, pharmaceutcal, pestcide and health and nutriton products in partcular, are subject to regulaton by numerous natonal and local governmental agencies in the United States and other countries. The primary regulatory bodies in the United States are the Food and Drug Administraton (the “FDA”), the Environmental Protecton Agency, the United States Department of Agriculture and the Federal Trade Commission, and we are also subject to similar regulators in other countries. Failure to comply with these regulatory requirements may result in various types of penaltes or fnes. These include injunctons, product withdrawals, recalls, product seizures, fnes and criminal prosecutons. Individual states also regulate our products. A state may interpret claims or products presumptvely valid under federal law as illegal under that state’s regulatons. Approvals or licensing may be conditoned on reformulaton of products or may be unavailable with respect to certain products or product ingredients. Any of these government agencies, as well as legislatve bodies, can change existng regulatons, or impose new ones, or could take aggressive measures, causing or contributng to a variety of negatve consequences, which may include one or more of the following:

· stopping the sale of products,
· requirements for the reformulaton of certain or all products to meet new standards,
· the recall or discontnuance of certain or all products,
· additonal record-keeping requirements,
· expanded documentaton of the propertes of certain or all products,
· expanded or diferent labeling,
· adverse event tracking and reportng, and
· additonal scientfc substantaton.

In partcular, the FDA’s current GMPs describe policies and procedures designed to ensure that nutraceutcals, pharmaceutcals and dietary supplements are produced in a quality manner, do not contain contaminants or impurites, and are accurately labeled and cover the manufacturing, packaging, labeling and storing of products, with requirements for quality control, design and constructon of manufacturing plants, testng of ingredients and fnal products, record keeping, and complaints processes. Those who manufacture, package or store dietary supplements must comply with current GMPs. If we or our suppliers fail to comply with current GMPs, the FDA may take enforcement acton against us or our suppliers.

Any or all of the potental negatve consequences described above could have a material adverse efect on us or substantally increase the cost of doing business in these areas. There can be no assurance that the regulatory environment in which we operate will not change or that such regulatory environment, or any specifc acton taken against us, will not result in a material adverse efect on us.
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FINANCIAL RISKS

The insurance that we maintain may not fully cover all potental exposures.

We maintain lines of commercial insurance, such as property, general liability and casualty insurance, but such insurance may not cover all risks associated with the hazards of our businesses and is subject to limitatons, including deductbles and limits on the liabilites covered. We may incur losses beyond the limits or outside the coverage of our insurance policies, including liabilites for environmental remediaton and product liability. In additon, from tme to tme, various types of insurance for companies in the chemical, food or health and nutriton products industries have not been available on commercially acceptable terms or, in some cases, have not been available at all. In the future, we may not be able to obtain coverage at current levels, and our premiums may increase signifcantly on coverage that we maintain.

Failure to comply with the covenants under our credit facility may have a material adverse efect.

We are party to a credit agreement (the “Credit Agreement”) with U.S. Bank Natonal Associaton ("U.S. Bank") and other lenders (collectvely, the “Lenders”), which includes secured revolving credit facilites (the “Revolving Loan Facility”) totaling $250.0 million. The Revolving Loan Facility includes a $10.0 million leter of credit subfacility and $25.0 million swingline subfacility. At March 31, 2024, we had $99.0 million outstanding under the Revolving Loan Facility.

We may make payments on the Revolving Loan Facility from tme to tme. If we are unable to generate sufcient cash fow or otherwise obtain funds necessary to make payments on our credit facilites, we could be in default when the facilites become due in 2027. We are also required to comply with several fnancial covenants under the Credit Agreement. Our ability to comply with these fnancial covenants may be afected by events beyond our control, which could result in a default under the Credit Agreement; such default may have a material adverse efect on our business, fnancial conditon, operatng results or cash fows.

The Credit Agreement also contains other customary afrmatve and negatve covenants, including covenants that restrict our ability to incur additonal indebtedness, dispose of signifcant assets, make certain investments, including any acquisitons other than permited acquisitons, make certain payments, enter into sale and leaseback transactons, grant liens on its assets or rate management transactons, subject to certain limitatons. These restrictons may adversely afect our business.

Impairment to the carrying value of our goodwill or other intangible assets could adversely afect our fnancial conditon and consolidated results of operatons.

Goodwill represents the excess of the cost of acquired businesses over the fair value of identfable tangible net assets and identfable intangible assets purchased. Goodwill is tested at least annually for impairment and is tested for impairment more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the asset might be impaired. A signifcant amount of judgment is involved in determining if an indicaton of impairment exists. Factors may include, among others: a signifcant decline in our expected future cash fows; a sustained, signifcant decline in our stock price and market capitalizaton; a signifcant adverse change in the business climate; unantcipated competton; and slower growth rates. An adverse change in these factors may have a signifcant impact on the recoverability of the net assets recorded, and any resultng impairment charge in the future could have a material adverse efect on our fnancial conditon and consolidated results of operatons.

We evaluate the useful lives of our intangible assets to determine if they are defnite- or indefnite-lived. Reaching a determinaton on useful life requires signifcant judgments and assumptons regarding the future efects of obsolescence, demand, competton, other economic factors (such as the stability of the industry, legislatve acton that results in an uncertain or changing regulatory environment, and expected changes in distributon channels), and the expected lives of other related groups of assets.

We cannot accurately predict the amount and tming of any impairment of goodwill and other intangible assets. Should the value of these assets become impaired, there could be a material adverse efect on our fnancial conditon and consolidated results of operatons.

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ITEM 1C. CYBERSECURITY

Hawkins is commited to maintaining robust cybersecurity practces to safeguard our operatons, data, and stakeholders' interests. We monitor our cybersecurity landscape and adapt our strategies and governance practces to mitgate risks in this rapidly evolving area.

The Company acknowledges that cybersecurity threats present a risk of material adverse impacts on our operatons, reputaton, and fnancial conditon. Cybersecurity threats are contnuously evolving, becoming more sophistcated, and increasing in frequency. For Hawkins, these threats can potentally lead to data breaches, thef of intellectual property, operatonal disruptons, damage to persons and property, and fnancial losses. We have a comprehensive cybersecurity risk management strategy designed to promptly identfy, assess, and mitgate the risk of occurrence and impact from cybersecurity threats. Despite our eforts, it is not possible to completely identfy, prevent or mitgate the impacts of cybersecurity threats.

Cybersecurity Governance

Our Board of Directors is primarily responsible for oversight of risks from cybersecurity threats. Our audit commitee is specifcally responsible for oversight of cybersecurity risks within the Board of Directors. The audit commitee is informed of our cybersecurity risk management practces at regularly scheduled meetngs, including:
· Our cybersecurity policies and strategies.
· Incident response and recovery plans.
· Employee training and awareness programs.
· Cybersecurity audits and engagement with external cybersecurity experts and advisors on an as-needed basis.

Our Chief Informaton Ofcer ("CIO") is responsible for implementng our cybersecurity strategy, developing policies and procedures, and ensuring that appropriate resources are allocated to cybersecurity initatves. The CIO and senior network and security resources at Hawkins have decades of experience in cybersecurity practces and compliance. The CIO is contnually informed about the latest threats and developments in cybersecurity, including potental threats and innovatve risk management techniques. This ongoing knowledge acquisiton is important for the efectve preventon, detecton, mitgaton, and remediaton of cybersecurity incidents. The CIO implements and oversees processes based on the Natonal Insttute of Standards and Technology ("NIST") cybersecurity framework and is responsible for the regular monitoring of our informaton systems. This includes the deployment of advanced security measures and regular system audits to identfy potental vulnerabilites. Management reports at least twice yearly to the audit commitee on the status of our cybersecurity eforts, including assessments of signifcant risks identfed and actons designed to mitgate such risks.

Cybersecurity Risk Management and Strategy

Our cybersecurity risk management strategy is a separate component of our overall risk management process and is designed to protect our assets, including informaton technology systems, data, and operatons, from cybersecurity threats. This involves:
· Contnuous monitoring and assessment of our cybersecurity posture.
· Implementaton of security measures such as frewalls, intrusion detecton systems, and encrypton.
· Ongoing cybersecurity training and testng of our employees.
· Regular cybersecurity assessments and penetraton testng.
· Vendor risk management to ensure third-party compliance with our cybersecurity standards.

We also maintain an incident response plan ("IRP") that outlines procedures for responding to cybersecurity incidents, minimizing their impact, and communicatng with relevant stakeholders, including regulators, customers, and employees. During a cyber incident, our CIO and network security team assess the severity of the incident and notfy key management and (if deemed necessary) our audit commitee as promptly as practcable. Our incident plan is reviewed annually and updated as appropriate to address evolving threats and our business conditons.

In the normal course of business, we experience cybersecurity threats and atempted breaches of our systems and network. We classify and track these events based on signifcance and implement remediaton actons that we consider appropriate to address the risks relatng to such incidents. We have not experienced any cybersecurity incident and the risks presented by cybersecurity threats have not materially impacted our business strategy, results of operatons or fnancial conditon. However, even well-designed and implemented cybersecurity programs cannot completely eliminate cybersecurity threats, and we cannot guarantee that such events or material impacts will not occur in the future.

(1) This is a leased facility comprising administratve ofces and a distributon facility. The lease runs through January 2026.

(2) This is comprised of (i) a 79,000 square foot manufacturing plant which sits on approximately 16 acres and (ii) a leased 28,000 square foot warehouse located in close proximity that is leased untl December 2025.

ITEM 7. MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS OF FINANCIAL CONDITION AND RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

The following is a discussion and analysis of our fnancial conditon and results of operatons for fscal 2024 and 2023. This discussion should be read in conjuncton with the Consolidated Financial Statements and Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements included in Item 8 of this Annual Report on Form 10-K.

We have omited discussion of the earliest of the three years covered by our consolidated fnancial statements presented in this report because that disclosure was already included in our Annual Report on Form 10-K for fscal 2023, fled with the SEC on May 17, 2023. You are encouraged to reference Part II, Item 7, within that report, for a discussion of our fnancial conditon and results of operatons for fscal 2023 compared to fscal 2022.

Overview

We derive substantally all of our revenues from the sale of specialty chemicals and ingredients that we formulate, distribute, blend and manufacture for our Industrial, Water Treatment and Health and Nutriton customers.

Financial Overview

Highlights of fscal 2024 include:

· Sales of $919.2 million, a 2% decrease from fscal 2023;

· Gross proft of $193.6 million, an increase of $28.5 million, or 17% from fscal 2023; and

· Diluted earnings per share (EPS) of $3.59, an increase of $0.73, or 26%, from fscal 2023.

We focus on total proftability dollars when evaluatng our fnancial results as opposed to proftability as a percentage of sales, as sales dollars tend to fuctuate as raw material prices rise and fall, partcularly in our Industrial and Water Treatment segments. The costs for certain of our raw materials can rise or fall rapidly, causing fuctuatons in gross proft as a percentage of sales.

We use the last in, frst out (“LIFO”) method of valuing the majority of our inventory in our Industrial and Water Treatment segments, which causes the most recent product costs to be recognized in our income statement. The LIFO inventory valuaton method and the resultng cost of sales are consistent with our business practces of pricing to current chemical raw material prices. Inventories in our Health and Nutriton segment are valued using the frst-in, frst-out (“FIFO”) method.

We disclose the sales of our bulk commodity products as a percentage of total sales dollars for our Industrial and Water Treatment segments. Our defniton of bulk commodity products includes products that we do not modify in any way, but receive, store, and ship from our facilites, or direct ship to our customers in large quanttes. We disclose the percentage of our overall sales that consist of sales of bulk commodity products as these products are generally distributed and we do not add signifcant value to these products in comparison to our non-bulk products. Sales of these products are generally highly compettve and price sensitve. As a result, bulk commodity products generally have our lowest margins.

Factors Afectng Comparability of Results

Business Acquisitons and Asset Sales

On March 8, 2024, we acquired substantally all the assets of Industrial Research Corporaton ("Industrial Research") under the terms of a purchase agreement with Industrial Research and its shareholders. Industrial Research was a distributor of water treatment chemicals and equipment for its customers in central to northern Louisiana, eastern Texas and southern Arkansas. The results of operatons since the acquisiton and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment.

On October 31, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of The Miami Products & Chemical Company ("Miami Products") under the terms of a purchase agreement with Miami Products and its shareholders. Miami Products was a bleach manufacturer and distributor serving customers primarily throughout Ohio and the surrounding region. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment.
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On October 27, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of Water Solutons Unlimited, Inc. ("Water Solutons") under the terms of a purchase agreement with Water Solutons and its shareholders. Water Solutons was a manufacturer and distributor of water treatment chemicals serving customers primarily throughout Indiana, Illinois and Michigan. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment.

On July 14, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of EcoTech Enterprises, Inc. ("EcoTech") under the terms of a purchase agreement with EcoTech and its shareholders. EcoTech was a water treatment chemical distributon company operatng primarily in Arkansas. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment.

The aggregate annual revenue of these four businesses acquired in fscal 2024 totaled approximately $70 million, as determined using the applicable twelve-month period preceding each respectve acquisiton date.

In the fourth quarter of fscal 2023, we sold certain assets in our Industrial segment related to our consumer bleach packaging business for $7 million. These assets were not deemed core to our Industrial segment operatons. The assets sold included plant equipment, inventory, and intangible assets, all related to the packaging of bleach. We realized a gain of $3 million on this sale, which has been recorded as a reducton to selling, general and administratve expenses.

Fiscal 2024 Compared to Fiscal 2023

Sales

Sales were $919.2 million for fscal 2024, a decrease of $15.9 million, or 2%, from sales of $935.1 million for fscal 2023. Increased sales in our Water Treatment segment were more than ofset by decreased sales in our Industrial and Health & Nutriton segments.

Industrial Segment. Industrial segment sales decreased $61.3 million, or 13%, to $409.5 million for fscal 2024, as compared to $470.8 million for fscal 2023. Sales of bulk commodity products in the Industrial segment were approximately 14% of sales dollars in fscal 2024 and 16% of sales dollars in fscal 2023. The sale of our consumer bleach packaging business at the end of fscal 2023 resulted in $14.5 million lower sales in the current year. In additon, sales declined due to overall lower volumes.

Water Treatment Segment. Water Treatment segment sales increased $58.4 million, or 19%, to $363.3 million for fscal 2024, as compared to $304.9 million for fscal 2023. Sales of bulk commodity products in the Water Treatment segment were approximately 9% of sales dollars in both fscal 2024 and fscal 2023. In additon to $23.9 million in sales from acquired businesses, sales increased as a result of increased selling prices on many of our products as well as increased sales volumes of certain of our products.

Health and Nutriton Segment. Health and Nutriton segment sales decreased $13.0 million, or 8%, to $146.4 million for fscal 2024, as compared to $159.4 million for fscal 2023. Sales decreased primarily due to decreased sales of our manufactured products, which we believe was driven by customers destocking inventory in the frst half of the current fscal year.

Gross Proft

Gross proft increased $28.5 million, or 17%, to $193.6 million, or 21% of sales, for fscal 2024, from $165.1 million, or 18% of sales, for fscal 2023. During fscal 2024, the LIFO reserve decreased, and gross profts increased, by $15.4 million, primarily due to decreased raw material costs. In fscal 2023, the LIFO reserve increased, and gross profts decreased, by $18.5 million, primarily due to rising raw material costs. Included as a reducton to gross proft in the current year was a $7.7 million charge to operatng expense for an environmental liability related to perchlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) discovered in the soil at our Rosemount, MN facility.
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Industrial Segment. Gross proft for the Industrial segment decreased $0.6 million, or 1%, to $67.5 million, or 16% of sales, for fscal 2024, from $68.1 million, or 14% of sales, for fscal 2023. During fscal 2024, the LIFO reserve decreased, and gross profts increased, by $12.1 million, primarily due to decreased raw material costs. In fscal 2023, the LIFO reserve increased, and gross profts decreased, by $12.3 million, primarily due to rising raw material costs. Ofsetng the impact of the favorable year-over-year LIFO change, gross proft decreased as a result of the $7.7 million charge to operatng expense for an environmental liability related to PCBs discovered in the soil at our Rosemount, MN facility as well as lower sales.

Water Treatment Segment. Gross proft for the Water Treatment segment increased $31.3 million, or 47%, to $98.5 million, or 27% of sales, for fscal 2024, from $67.2 million, or 22% of sales, for fscal 2023. During fscal 2024, the LIFO reserve decreased, and gross profts increased, by $3.3 million, primarily due to decreased raw material costs. During fscal 2023, the LIFO reserve increased, and gross proft decreased, by $6.2 million, primarily due to rising raw material costs. Gross proft increased as a result of improved per-unit margins on many of our products as well as increased sales, including the added sales from acquired businesses.

Health and Nutriton Segment. Gross proft for our Health and Nutriton segment decreased $2.2 million, or 7%, to $27.6 million, or 19% of sales, for fscal 2024, from $29.8 million, or 19% of sales, for fscal 2023. Gross proft decreased due to lower sales.

Selling, General and Administratve Expenses

SG&A expenses increased $12.6 million, or 16% to $89.6 million, or 10% of sales, for fscal 2024, from $77.0 million, or 8% of sales, for fscal 2023. Included in SG&A expenses for the prior year was a gain of approximately $3.0 million related to the sale of certain assets related to our consumer bleach packaging business. In additon, a year-over-year increase in compensaton expense of $1.4 million related to our non-qualifed deferred compensaton plan reduced SG&A expenses, with the ofset in Other Expense. Additonally, expenses increased due to the added costs from the acquired businesses in our Water Treatment segment of $5.8 million, including $1.8 million of amortzaton of intangibles, as well as increased variable expenses, most notably variable pay.

Operatng Income

Operatng income increased $15.8 million, or 18%, to $104.0 million, or 11% of sales, for fscal 2024, as compared to $88.2 million, or 9% of sales, for fscal 2023 due to the combined impact of the factors discussed above.

Interest Expense, Net

Interest expense was $4.3 million for fscal 2024, a decrease of $0.9 million from interest expense of $5.2 million for fscal 2023. Interest expense decreased due to lower outstanding borrowings in the current year as compared to the prior year, ofset slightly by higher borrowing rates.
Income Tax Provision

Our efectve tax rate was approximately 26% for fscal 2024 and 27% for fscal 2023. The current year decrease in the efectve tax rate was primarily driven by favorable tax provision adjustments recorded. The efectve tax rate is impacted by projected levels of annual taxable income, permanent items, and state taxes.

Liquidity and Capital Resources

Cash provided by operatng actvites in fscal 2024 was $159.5 million compared to $77.4 million in fscal 2023. Our net cash provided by operatng actvites increased $82.1 million compared to fscal 2023. In fscal 2024, our operatng cash fow was improved by $47 million in the aggregate due primarily to favorable year-over-year changes in trade receivables and inventory. In the prior fscal year, we expended a net of $13 million in the aggregate for working capital primarily as a result of lower year-over-year payables. This, combined with improved net income, resulted in the year-over-year increase in net cash provided by operatng actvites. Due to the nature of our operatons, which includes purchases of large quanttes of bulk chemicals, the tming of purchases can result in signifcant changes in working capital and the resultng operatng cash fow. Historically, our cash requirements for working capital increase during the period from March through November as caustc soda inventory levels increase as most of our barges are received during this period.

Cash used in investng actvites was $122.5 million in fscal 2024 compared to $41.2 million in fscal 2023. Capital expenditures for property, plant and equipment were $40.2 million in fscal 2024 and $48.3 million in fscal 2023. The current year decrease in capital expenditures was primarily driven by decreased expenditures for facility improvements and expansions. Cash used in investng actvites included Water Treatment group acquisiton spending of $83.5 in fscal 2024 compared to no acquisiton spending for acquisitons in fscal 2023. Cash used in investng actvites also included proceeds from asset disposals of $1.1 million in fscal 2024 compared to $7.1 million in fscal 2023. The proceeds received in fscal 2023 related primarily to our sale of certain assets related to our consumer bleach packaging business.

Cash used in fnancing actvites was $37.4 million in fscal 2024 compared to $32.1 million in fscal 2023. Cash used in fnancing actvites included net debt repayments of $13.0 million in fscal 2024 and $14.0 million in fscal 2023. We paid out cash dividends of $13.2 million in fscal 2024 and $12.0 million in fscal 2023. In fscal 2024, we used $11.3 million to repurchase shares under our board-authorized share repurchase program, and in fscal 2023, we used $6.6 million to repurchase shares under the program.
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Our cash balance was $7.2 million at March 31, 2024, a decrease of $0.4 million as compared with April 2, 2023. Cash fows generated by operatons during fscal 2024 were ofset by the cash expended for acquisitons, capital expenditures, repayments of debt, dividend payments and share repurchases in fscal 2024.

We are party to a Credit Agreement with U.S. Bank as Sole Lead Arranger and Sole Book Runner, and other lenders from tme to tme party thereto, whereby U.S. Bank is also serving as Administratve Agent. The Credit Agreement provides us with a Revolving Loan Facility totaling $250.0 million. The Revolving Loan Facility includes a $10 million leter of credit subfacility and $25 million swingline subfacility. The Revolving Loan Facility has a fve-year maturity date, maturing on April 30, 2027. The Revolving Loan Facility is secured by substantally all of our personal property assets and those of our subsidiaries.

Borrowings under the Revolving Loan Facility bear interest at a rate per annum equal to one of the following, plus, in both cases, an applicable margin based upon our leverage rato: (a) Term SOFR, which includes a credit spread adjustment of 0.10%, for an interest period of one, three or six months as selected by us, reset at the end of the selected interest period, or (b) a base rate determined by reference to the highest of (1) U. S. Bank’s prime rate, (2) the Federal Funds Efectve Rate plus 0.5%, or (3) one-month Term SOFR for U.S. dollars plus 1.0%. The Term SOFR margin is between 0.85% and 1.35%, depending on our leverage rato. The base rate margin is between 0.00% and 0.35%, depending on our leverage rato. At March 31, 2024, the efectve interest rate on our borrowings was 4.3%.

In additon to paying interest on the outstanding principal under the Revolving Loan Facility, we are required to pay a commitment fee on the unutlized commitments thereunder. The commitment fee is between 0.15% and 0.25%, depending on our leverage rato.

Debt issuance costs paid to the Lenders are being amortzed as interest expense over the term of the Credit Agreement. As of March 31, 2024, the unamortzed balance of these costs was $0.3 million, and is refected as a reducton of debt on our balance sheet.

The Credit Agreement requires us to maintain (a) a minimum fxed charge coverage rato of 1.15 to 1.00 and (b) a maximum total cash fow leverage rato of 3.0 to 1.0. The Credit Agreement also contains other customary afrmatve and negatve covenants, including covenants that restrict our ability to incur additonal indebtedness, dispose of signifcant assets, make certain investments, including any acquisitons other than permited acquisitons, make certain payments, enter into sale and leaseback transactons, grant liens on our assets or enter into rate management transactons, subject to certain limitatons. We are permited to make distributons, pay dividends and repurchase shares so long as no default or event of default exists or would exist as a result thereof. We were in compliance with all covenants of the Credit Agreement as of March 31, 2024 and expect to remain in compliance with all covenants for the next 12 months.

The Credit Agreement contains customary events of default, including failure to comply with covenants in the Credit Agreement and other loan documents, cross default to other material indebtedness, failure by us to pay or discharge material judgments, bankruptcy, and change of control. The occurrence of an event of default would permit the lenders to terminate their commitments and accelerate loans under the Credit Facility.

We have in place an interest rate swap agreement to manage the risk associated with a porton of our variable-rate long-term debt. We do not utlize derivatve instruments for speculatve purposes. The interest rate swap involves the exchange of fxed-rate and variable-rate payments without the exchange of the underlying notonal amount on which the interest payments are calculated. The notonal amount of the swap agreement is $60 million and it will terminate on May 1, 2027.

As part of our growth strategy, we have acquired businesses and may pursue acquisitons or other strategic relatonships in the future that we believe will complement or expand our existng businesses or increase our customer base. We believe we could borrow additonal funds under our current or new credit facilites or sell equity for strategic reasons or to further strengthen our fnancial positon.

In additon to the above contractual obligatons, in the ordinary course of business we have routne cash requirements related to capital expenditures for new trucks, facility improvements and expansions, safety equipment and other additons of property, plant and equipment. Our capital expenditures in fscal 2024 were $40.2 million and in fscal 2023 were $48.3 million. We antcipate total capital expenditures to be in the range of $40 to $45 million for fscal 2025.

Critcal Accountng Estmates

In preparing the fnancial statements, we follow U.S. generally accepted accountng principles (“GAAP”). The preparaton of these fnancial statements requires us to make estmates and judgments that afect the reported amounts of assets, liabilites, sales and expenses, and related disclosure of contngent assets and liabilites. We re-evaluate our estmates on an ongoing basis. Our estmates are based on historical experience and on various other assumptons that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances. Actual results may difer from these estmates under diferent assumptons and conditons. We have determined the following is a critcal accountng estmate material to our consolidated fnancial positon, results of operatons or cash fow.

Acquisiton accountng. The fair value of the consideraton we pay for each new acquisiton is allocated to tangible assets and identfable intangible assets and liabilites assumed. The accountng for acquisitons involves a considerable amount of judgment and estmate, including the fair value of certain forms of consideraton; fair value of acquired intangible assets involving projectons of future revenues and cash fows that are then either discounted at an estmated discount rate or measured at an estmated royalty rate; fair value of other acquired assets and assumed liabilites, including potental contngencies; and the useful lives of the acquired assets. The assumptons used are determined at the tme of the acquisiton in accordance with accepted valuaton models. Projectons are developed using internal forecasts, available industry and market data and estmates of long-term rates of growth for the business. The impact of prior or future acquisitons on our fnancial positon or results of operatons may be materially impacted by the change in or inital selecton of assumptons and estmates. See Note 2, Acquisitons included in Part II, Item 8 of this Form 10-K for further discussion of business combinaton accountng valuaton methodology and assumptons.
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ITEM 7A. QUANTITATIVE AND QUALITATIVE DISCLOSURE ABOUT MARKET RISK

We are subject to the risk inherent in the cyclical nature of commodity chemical prices. However, we do not currently purchase forward contracts or otherwise engage in hedging actvites with respect to the purchase of commodity chemicals. We atempt to pass changes in the cost of our materials on to our customers; however, there are no assurances that we will be able to pass on the increases in the future.

We are exposed to market risks related to interest rates. Our exposure to changes in interest rates is limited to borrowings under our credit facility. A 25-basis point change in interest rates on the variable-rate porton of debt not covered by the interest rate swap would potentally increase or decrease annual interest expense by approximately $0.1 million. Other types of market risk, such as foreign currency risk, do not arise in the normal course of our business actvites.

As described further in Note 2 to the fnancial statements, on October 27, 2023 the Company acquired substantally all of the assets of Water Solutons Unlimited, Inc. The total purchase price consideraton was $70.7 million, which allocated $39.0 million to separately identfed intangible assets, including customer relatonships of $32.4 million. The determinaton of the fair value of the customer relatonships requires management to make signifcant estmates and assumptons related to forecasts of future revenues, expenses, and the discount rate applied. Changes to these assumptons could materially afect the determinaton of the fair value of the customer relatonships. We identfed the fair value assigned to the customer relatonships included on the opening balance sheet as a critcal audit mater.
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The principal consideratons for our determinaton that the valuaton of the acquired customer relatonships is a critcal audit mater is that management utlized signifcant judgement when estmatng the fair value assigned to the customer relatonships. In turn, auditng management’s judgements regarding the assigned fair value involved a high degree of subjectvity due to the estmaton uncertainty of management’s signifcant judgements.

Our audit procedures related to the estmated fair value assigned to the acquired customer relatonships included the following, among others.

· We obtained an understanding and tested the design of relevant controls within the Company’s process to value acquired customer relatonship assets, including the Company’s control over the selecton and review of the reasonableness of assumptons used in determining fair value.
· We evaluated the reasonableness of management’s signifcant assumptons, which included forecasted revenues and operatng expenses. We tested whether these forecasts were reasonable and consistent with historical performance.

· We involved our valuaton professionals with specialized skills and knowledge, to evaluate key inputs and assumptons used to determine fair value.

Our valuaton professionals compared the discount rate used to value the customer relatonships to independently developed discount rates derived from publicly available data for comparable companies.

NOTES TO CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Note 1 — Nature of Business and Signifcant Accountng Policies

Nature of Business - We have three reportable segments: Industrial, Water Treatment and Health and Nutriton. The Industrial Group specializes in providing industrial chemicals, products and services to industries such as agriculture, chemical processing, electronics, energy, food, pharmaceutcal and platng. This group also manufactures and sells certain food-grade products, including liquid phosphates, lactates and other blended products. The Water Treatment Group specializes in providing chemicals, products, equipment, services and solutons for potable water, municipal and industrial wastewater, industrial process water, non-residental swimming pool water and agricultural water. This group has the resources and fexibility to treat systems ranging in size from a single small well to a mult-million-gallon-per-day facility. Our Health and Nutriton Group specializes in providing ingredient distributon, processing and formulaton solutons to manufacturers of nutraceutcal, functonal food and beverage, personal care, dietary supplement and other nutritonal food, health and wellness products. This group ofers a diverse product portolio including minerals, vitamins and amino acids, excipients, joint products, botanicals and herbs, sweeteners and enzymes.

Fiscal Year - Our fscal year is a 52 or 53-week year ending on the Sunday closest to March 31. Our fscal 2024 was 52 weeks, fscal 2023 was 52 weeks, and fscal 2022 was 53 weeks. Fiscal 2025 will be 52 weeks.

Principles of Consolidaton - The consolidated fnancial statements include the accounts of Hawkins, Inc. and its wholly-owned subsidiaries. All intercompany transactons and accounts have been eliminated.

Estmates - The preparaton of fnancial statements in conformity with U.S. generally accepted accountng principles (“GAAP”) requires management to make estmates and assumptons that afect the reported amounts of assets and liabilites, partcularly receivables, inventories, property, plant and equipment, right-of-use assets, goodwill, intangibles, accrued expenses, short-term and long-term lease liabilites, income taxes and related accounts and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reportng period. Actual results could difer from those estmates.

Revenue Recogniton - Revenue is measured as the amount of consideraton we expect to receive in exchange for transferring products. Revenue is recognized when we satsfy our performance obligatons under the contract. We recognize revenue upon transfer of control of the promised products to the customer, with revenue recognized at the point in tme the customer obtains control of the products. Net sales include products and shipping charges, net of estmates for product returns and any related sales rebates. We estmate product returns based on historical return rates. Using probability assessments, we estmate sales rebates expected to be paid over the term of the contract. The majority of our contracts have a single performance obligaton and are short term in nature. Sales taxes that are collected from customers and remited to governmental authorites are accounted for on a net basis and therefore are excluded from net sales. We ofer certain customers cash discounts and volume rebates as sales incentves. The discounts and volume rebates are recorded as a reducton in sales at the tme revenue is recognized in an amount estmated based on historical experience and contractual obligatons.

Shipping and Handling - All shipping and handling amounts billed to customers are included in revenues. Costs incurred related to the shipping and the handling of products are included in cost of sales.

Fair Value Measurements - The fnancial assets and liabilites that are re-measured and reported at fair value for each reportng period are an interest rate swap, marketable securites held in a deferred compensaton retrement plan, and the earnout liability recorded in conjuncton with the acquisiton of Water Solutons. There are no fair value measurements with respect to nonfnancial assets or liabilites that are recognized or disclosed at fair value in our consolidated fnancial statements on a recurring basis.

Assets and liabilites measured at fair value are classifed using the following hierarchy, which is based upon the transparency of inputs to the valuaton as of the measurement date:

Level 1: Valuaton is based on quoted prices in actve markets for identcal assets or liabilites.

Level 2: Valuaton is based on quoted prices in actve markets for similar assets or liabilites, or quoted prices for identcal or similar assets or liabilites in markets that are not actve, or inputs other than quoted prices that are observable or can be corroborated by observable market data for the asset or liability.

Level 3: Valuaton is based upon unobservable inputs for the asset or liability that are supported by litle or no market actvity. These fair values are determined using pricing models for which the assumptons utlize management’s estmates or market partcipant assumptons.

In making fair value measurements, observable market data must be used when available. When inputs used to measure fair value fall within diferent levels of the hierarchy, the level within which the fair value measurement is categorized is based on the lowest level input that is signifcant to the fair value measurement.

Cash Equivalents - Cash equivalents include all liquid debt instruments (primarily cash funds and money market accounts) purchased with an original maturity of three months or less. The cash balances, maintained at large commercial banking insttutons with strong credit ratngs, typically exceed federally insured limits.

Trade Receivables and Concentratons of Credit Risk - Financial instruments, which potentally subject us to a concentraton of credit risk, principally consist of trade receivables. We sell our principal products to a large number of customers in many diferent industries. As of March 31, 2024, no single customer represented more than 10% of our total trade receivables. There are no other concentratons of credit risk with other single customers from a partcular service or geographic area that would signifcantly impact us in the near term.

To reduce credit risk, we routnely assess the fnancial strength of our customers. Receivables are reported net of an allowance for credit losses as determined by management at the end of each reportng period. Our receivable allowance is based on an estmate of expected credit losses, with the estmate based on a number of qualitatve and quanttatve factors that, based on collecton experience, may have an impact on repayment risk and ability to collect.

Inventories - Inventories, consistng primarily of fnished goods, are primarily valued at the lower of cost or net realizable value, with cost for approximately 82% of our inventory determined using the last-in, frst-out (“LIFO”) method. Cost for the other 18% of our total inventory is determined using the frst-in, frst-out (“FIFO”) method.

Leases - We determine if an arrangement is a lease at incepton. Right-of-use ("ROU") assets include operatng leases. Lease liabilites for operatng leases are classifed in "short-term lease liabilites" and "long-term lease liabilites" in our consolidated balance sheet.

ROU assets and related liabilites are recognized at commencement date based on the present value of the lease payments over the lease term. As most of our leases do not provide an implicit rate, we use our incremental borrowing rate based on the informaton available at commencement date in determining the present value of lease payments. Lease terms may include optons to extend or terminate the lease when it is reasonably certain that we will exercise that opton. Lease expense for lease payments is recognized on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Lease and non-lease components are generally accounted for separately for real estate leases. For non-real estate leases, we account for the lease and non-lease components as a single lease component.

Property, Plant and Equipment - Property is stated at cost and depreciated or amortzed over the lives of the assets, using the straight-line method. Property acquired in a business combinaton is recorded at the fair value of the assets on the date of acquisiton. Estmated lives are generally: 10 to 40 years for buildings and improvements; 3 to 20 years for machinery and equipment; and 3 to 10 years for transportaton equipment and ofce furniture and equipment including computer systems. Leasehold improvements are amortzed over the lesser of their estmated useful lives or the remaining lease term. Depreciaton and amortzaton expense is recorded in our Consolidated Statements of Income within cost of goods sold and selling, general and administratve expense, depending on the use of the underlying asset. We recorded depreciaton expense of $23.3 million for fscal 2024, $20.5 million for fscal 2023 and $17.7 million for fscal 2022.

Signifcant improvements that add to productve capacity or extend the lives of propertes are capitalized. Costs for repairs and maintenance are charged to expense as incurred. When property is retred or otherwise disposed of, the cost and related accumulated depreciaton or amortzaton are removed from the accounts and any related gains or losses are included in income.

We review the recoverability of long-lived assets to be held and used, such as property, plant and equipment, when events or changes in circumstances occur that indicate the carrying value of the asset group may not be recoverable, such as prolonged industry downturn or signifcant reductons in projected future cash fows. The assessment of possible impairment is based on our ability to recover the carrying value of the asset group from the expected future pre-tax cash fows (undiscounted) of the related asset group. If these cash fows are less than the carrying value of such asset group, an impairment loss would be measured by the amount the carrying value exceeds the fair value of the long-lived asset group. The measurement of impairment requires us to estmate future cash fows and the fair value of long-lived assets. We did not incur any asset write-of charges in fscal 2024, fscal 2023, or fscal 2022 related to the impairment of long-lived assets.

Goodwill and Identfable Intangible Assets - Goodwill represents the excess of the cost of acquired businesses over the fair value of identfable tangible net assets and identfable intangible assets purchased. Goodwill is tested at least annually for impairment and is tested for impairment more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the asset might be impaired. Our annual test for impairment is as of the frst day of our fourth fscal quarter. As of January 1, 2024, we performed an analysis of qualitatve factors for our Industrial, Water Treatment and Health and Nutriton reportng units to determine whether it is more likely than not that the fair value of either of these reportng units was less than its carrying amount as a basis for determining whether it is necessary to perform a quanttatve goodwill impairment test. Based on management’s analysis of qualitatve factors, we determined that it was not necessary to perform a quanttatve goodwill impairment test for any of these reportng units. Goodwill impairment assessments were also completed in the fourth quarters of fscal 2023 and 2022 and, similarly, we did not record a goodwill impairment charge.

Our primary identfable intangible assets include customer relatonships, trademarks and tradenames acquired in previous business acquisitons. Identfable intangible assets with fnite lives are amortzed whereas identfable intangible assets with indefnite lives are not amortzed. The values assigned to the intangible assets with fnite lives are being amortzed on average over a remaining useful life of approximately 10 years. Identfable intangible assets that are subject to amortzaton are evaluated for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. No such events or changes in circumstances occurred during fscal 2024, 2023 or 2022. Identfable intangible assets not subject to amortzaton are tested for impairment annually or more frequently if events warrant. The impairment test consists of a qualitatve assessment to determine whether it is more likely than not that the asset is impaired. Based on management’s analysis of qualitatve factors, we determined that it was not necessary to perform an annual quanttatve impairment test for fscal 2024, 2023 or 2022.

Business Combinatons - We record business combinatons using the acquisiton method of accountng. Under the acquisiton method of accountng, identfable assets acquired and liabilites assumed are recorded at their acquisiton date fair values. The excess of the purchase price over the estmated fair value is recorded as goodwill. Changes in the estmated fair values of net assets recorded for acquisitons prior to the fnalizaton of more detailed analysis, but not to exceed one year from the date of acquisiton, will adjust the amount of the purchase price allocable to goodwill. Measurement period adjustments are refected in the period in which they occur.
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Income Taxes - Deferred taxes are provided for diferences between the fnancial statement and tax basis of assets and liabilites using enacted tax rates in efect for the year in which the diferences are expected to reverse. A valuaton allowance is provided to ofset deferred tax assets if, based on the available evidence, it is more likely than not that some or all of the value of the deferred tax assets will not be realized. We record any interest and penaltes related to income taxes as income tax expense in the Consolidated Statements of Income.

Stock-Based Compensaton - We account for stock-based compensaton on a fair value basis. The estmated grant date fair value of each stock-based award is recognized in expense over the requisite service period (generally the vestng period). Non-vested share awards are recorded as expense over the requisite service periods based on the stock price on the date of grant.

Earnings Per Share - Basic earnings per share (“EPS”) are computed by dividing net income by the weighted-average number of common shares outstanding.

Diluted EPS are computed by dividing net income by the weighted-average number of common shares outstanding including the incremental shares assumed

to be issued as performance units and restricted stock.

Derivatve Instruments and Hedging Actvites - We are subject to interest rate risk associated with our variable rate debt. We have in place an interest rate swap agreement which has been designated as a cash fow hedge, the purpose of which is to eliminate the cash fow impact of interest rate changes on a porton of our variable-rate debt. The interest rate swap is measured at fair value on the contract date and is subsequently remeasured to fair value at each reportng date. Changes in the fair value of a derivatve that is highly efectve, and that is designated and qualifes as a cash fow hedge, are recorded in other comprehensive income, untl the consolidated statement of income is afected by the variability in cash fows of the designated hedged item. To the extent that the hedge is inefectve, changes in the fair value are recognized in the Consolidated Statements of Income.

Recently Issued Accountng Pronouncements

Income Taxes (Topic 740): Improvements to Income Tax Disclosures (ASU No.2023-09)

In December 2023, the Financial Accountng Standards Board ("FASB") issued accountng standards update No. 2023-09 to enhance the transparency and decision-usefulness of income tax disclosures and to provide informaton to beter assess how an entty's operatons and related tax risks and tax planning and operatonal opportunites afect its tax rate and prospects for future cash fows. For public business enttes, the amendments in this update are efectve for annual periods beginning afer December 15, 2024. We are in the process of evaluatng the impact of this standard on the disclosures in our fnancial statements.

Segment Reportng (Topic 280): Improvements to Reportable Segment Disclosures (ASU 2023-07)

In November 2023, the FASB issued accountng standards update No. 2023-07 to improve reportable segment disclosure requirements, primarily through enhanced disclosures about signifcant segment expenses. The update requires public enttes to disclose, on an annual and interim basis, signifcant segment expenses that are regularly provided to the chief operatng decision maker ("CODM"), the ttle and positon of the CODM and an explanaton of how the CODM uses the reported measure(s) of segment proft or loss in assessing segment performance and deciding how to allocate resources. The amendments in this update are efectve for public enttes in fscal years beginning afer December 15, 2023, and interim periods within fscal years beginning afer December 15, 2024 and are to be applied retrospectvely to all prior periods presented in the fnancial statements. Early adopton is permited. We are in the process of evaluatng the impact of this standard on the disclosures in our fnancial statements.
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Note 2 — Acquisitons and Asset Sales

Acquisiton of Industrial Research Corporaton: On March 8, 2024, we acquired substantally all the assets of Industrial Research Corporaton ("Industrial Research") for $4.6 million under the terms of a purchase agreement with Industrial Research and its shareholders. Industrial Research distributed water treatment chemicals and equipment to customers primarily in central to northern Louisiana, eastern Texas and southern Arkansas. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment. Costs associated with this transacton were not material and were expensed as incurred.

The acquisiton has been accounted for under the acquisiton method of accountng, under which the total purchase price is allocated to the net tangible and intangible assets and liabilites of Industrial Research acquired in connecton with the acquisiton based on their estmated fair values. We estmated the fair values of the assets acquired and liabilites assumed using a discounted cash fow analysis (income approach). Of the $4.6 million purchase price, $2.2 million was allocated to customer relatonships, to be amortzed over 10 years. The remaining amount was allocated to net working capital and property, plant and equipment, with the residual amount of $1.7 million allocated to goodwill. The goodwill recognized as a result of this acquisiton is primarily atributable to strategic and synergistc benefts, as well as the assembled workforce. Such goodwill is expected to be deductble for tax purposes.

Acquisiton of The Miami Products & Chemical Company: On October 31, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of The Miami Products & Chemical Company ("Miami Products") for $15.5 million under the terms of a purchase agreement with Miami Products and its shareholders. Miami Products was a bleach manufacturer and distributor serving customers primarily throughout Ohio and the surrounding region. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment. Costs associated with this transacton were not material and were expensed as incurred.

The acquisiton has been accounted for under the acquisiton method of accountng, under which the total purchase price is allocated to the net tangible and intangible assets and liabilites of Miami Products acquired in connecton with the acquisiton based on their estmated fair values. We estmated the fair values of the assets acquired and liabilites assumed using a discounted cash fow analysis (income approach). Of the $15.5 million purchase price, $8.2 million was allocated to customer relatonships, to be amortzed over 11 years, and $0.8 million was allocated to trade names, to be amortzed over 10 years. The remaining amount was allocated to net working capital and property, plant and equipment, with the residual amount of $3.2 million allocated to goodwill. The goodwill recognized as a result of this acquisiton is primarily atributable to strategic and synergistc benefts, as well as the assembled workforce. Such goodwill is expected to be deductble for tax purposes.

Acquisiton of Water Solutons Unlimited, Inc.: On October 27, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of Water Solutons Unlimited, Inc. ("Water Solutons") under the terms of a purchase agreement with Water Solutons and its shareholders. We paid $60 million at closing and may be obligated to pay an additonal amount based on achieving a certain earnings target three years afer the acquisiton. Water Solutons was a manufacturer and distributor of water treatment chemicals serving customers primarily throughout Indiana, Illinois and Michigan. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment. Costs associated with this transacton were not material and were expensed as incurred.

The acquisiton has been accounted for under the acquisiton method of accountng, under which the total purchase price is allocated to the net tangible and intangible assets and liabilites of Water Solutons acquired in connecton with the acquisiton based on their estmated fair values. We estmated the fair values of the assets acquired and liabilites assumed using a discounted cash fow analysis (income approach). The total purchase price was estmated to be $70.7 million, including the estmated potental earnout to be paid of $10.7 million. Of the $70.7 million purchase price, $32.4 million was allocated to customer relatonships, to be amortzed over 13 years, $6.4 million was allocated to trade names, to be amortzed over 10 years, and $0.2 million was allocated to non-compete agreements, to be amortzed over fve years. The remaining amount was allocated to net working capital and property, plant and equipment, with the residual amount of $21.0 million allocated to goodwill. The goodwill recognized as a result of this acquisiton is primarily atributable to strategic and synergistc benefts, as well as the assembled workforce. Such goodwill is expected to be deductble for tax purposes.

Acquisiton of EcoTech Enterprises, Inc.: On July 14, 2023, we acquired substantally all the assets of EcoTech Enterprises, Inc. ("EcoTech") for $3.4 million, under the terms of a purchase agreement with EcoTech and its shareholders. EcoTech was a water treatment chemical distributon company operatng primarily in Arkansas. The $3.4 million purchase price was allocated primarily to customer relatonships, to be amortzed over 10 years, property, plant and equipment, and net working capital. The results of operatons since the acquisiton date and the assets are included in our Water Treatment segment. Costs associated with this transacton were not material and were expensed as incurred.
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Sale of bleach packaging assets: On March 30, 2023, we sold certain assets in our Industrial segment related to our consumer bleach packaging business for $7 million. These assets were not core to our Industrial segment operatons, where we tend to focus our manufacturing operatons on bulk products. The assets sold included plant equipment, inventory and intangible assets, all related to the packaging of bleach. We realized a gain of $3 million on this sale, which was recorded within selling, general and administratve expenses.

Note 3 — Revenue

Our revenue arrangements generally consist of a single performance obligaton to transfer promised goods or services. We disaggregate revenues from contracts with customers by both operatng segments and types of product sold. Reportng by operatng segment is pertnent to understanding our revenues, as it aligns to how we review the fnancial performance of our operatons. Types of products sold within each operatng segment help us to further evaluate the fnancial performance of our segments.

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Note 4 — Derivatve Instruments

We have in place an interest rate swap agreement to manage the risk associated with a porton of our variable-rate long-term debt. We do not utlize derivatve instruments for speculatve purposes. The interest rate swap involves the exchange of fxed-rate and variable-rate payments without the exchange of the underlying notonal amount on which the interest payments are calculated. The notonal amount of the swap agreement is $60 million and it will terminate on May 1, 2027. We have designated this swap as a cash fow hedge and have determined that it qualifes for hedge accountng treatment. For so long as the hedge is efectve, changes in fair value of the cash fow hedge are recorded in other comprehensive income or loss (net of tax) untl income or loss from the cash fows of the hedged item is realized.

For fscal 2024, 2023 and 2022, we recorded $0.2 million, $1.6 million, and $1.3 million, respectvely, in other comprehensive income related to unrealized gains (net of tax) on the cash fow hedge. Included in other long-term assets on our consolidated balance sheet was $4.3 million as of March 31, 2024 and $4.0 million as of April 2, 2023.

By their nature, derivatve instruments are subject to market risk. Derivatve instruments are also subject to credit risk associated with counterpartes to the derivatve contracts. Credit risk associated with derivatves is measured based on the replacement cost should the counterparty with a contract in a gain positon to us fail to perform under the terms of the contract. While the current interest rate swap is in efect, we do not antcipate nonperformance by the counterparty.

Note 5 – Fair Value Measurements

Our fnancial assets and liabilites are measured at fair value as the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transacton between market partcipants at the measurement date (exit price). The carrying value of cash equivalents, accounts receivable, accounts payable, and accrued expenses approximate fair value because of the short-term nature of these instruments. Because of the variable-rate nature of our debt under our credit facility, our debt also approximates fair value.

Assets and Liabilites Measured at Fair Value on a Recurring Basis. The fair value hierarchy requires the use of observable market data when available. In instances where inputs used to measure fair value fall into diferent levels of the fair value hierarchy, the fair value measurement has been determined based on the lowest level input that is signifcant to the fair value measurement in its entrety. Our assessment of the signifcance of a partcular item to the fair value measurement in its entrety requires judgment, including the consideraton of inputs specifc to the asset or liability.

Our fnancial assets that are re-measured and reported at fair value for each reportng period are an interest rate swap, marketable securites held in a deferred compensaton retrement plan, and the earnout liability recorded in conjuncton with the acquisiton of Water Solutons. The interest rate swap and assets held in a deferred compensaton retrement plan are classifed as other long-term assets on our balance sheet, with the porton of the deferred compensaton retrement plan assets expected to be paid within twelve months classifed as current assets. The earnout liability is classifed as a long-term liability on our balance sheet. The fair value of the interest rate swap is determined by the respectve counterpartes based on interest rate changes. Interest rate swaps are valued based on observable interest rate yield curves for similar instruments. The deferred compensaton plan assets relate to contributons made to a non-qualifed compensaton plan on behalf of certain employees who are classifed as “highly compensated employees” as determined by IRS guidelines. The assets are part of a rabbi trust and the funds are held in mutual funds. The fair value of the deferred compensaton is based on the quoted market prices for the mutual funds at the end of the period.

The earnout liability recorded in conjuncton with the Water Solutons acquisiton is based upon achieving certain targets. The earnout is based on a target of adjusted earnings before interest, taxes, depreciaton and amortzaton (EBITDA) in year three of the acquisiton. The earnout liability was valued based upon a risk-neutral pricing analysis within a Monte Carlo simulaton framework, which is a Level 3 input. The Monte Carlo simulaton assumptons used to estmate the fair value of the earnout included forecasted EBITDA, an estmated EBITDA-specifc required rate of return, term period, risk-free rate, and an estmated EBITDA-specifc volatlity. Other key inputs included an estmate of our credit-adjusted discount rate and an appropriate risk-free rate over the term of the simulaton period. The earnout liability is adjusted to fair value at each reportng date untl setled. Changes in fair value are included in selling, general and administratve expenses in our Consolidated Statements of Income.

The FIFO value of inventories accounted for under the LIFO method was $76.2 million at March 31, 2024 and $101.4 million at April 2, 2023. The remainder of the inventory was valued and accounted for under the FIFO method.

Note 8 – Debt

We have in place a Credit Agreement with U.S. Bank as Sole Lead Arranger and Sole Book Runner, and other lenders from tme to tme party thereto, whereby U.S. Bank is also serving as Administratve Agent. The Credit Agreement provides us with a “Revolving Loan Facility” totaling $250 million. The Revolving Loan Facility includes a $10 million leter of credit subfacility and $25 million swingline subfacility. The Revolving Loan Facility has a fve-year maturity date, maturing on April 30, 2027. The Revolving Loan Facility is secured by substantally all of our personal property assets and those of our subsidiaries.

At March 31, 2024, the efectve interest rate on our borrowings was 4.3%. In additon to paying interest on the outstanding principal under the Revolving Loan Facility, we are required to pay a commitment fee on the unutlized commitments thereunder. The commitment fee is between 0.15% and 0.25%, depending on our leverage rato.

Unamortzed debt issuance costs of $0.3 million paid in connecton with the previous credit facility, are refected as a reducton of debt and are being amortzed as interest expense over the term of the Revolving Loan Facility.
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The Credit Agreement requires us to maintain (a) a minimum fxed charge coverage rato of 1.15 to 1.00 and (b) a maximum total cash fow leverage rato of 3.0 to 1.0. The Credit Agreement also contains other customary afrmatve and negatve covenants, including covenants that restrict our ability to incur additonal indebtedness, dispose of signifcant assets, make certain investments, including any acquisitons other than permited acquisitons, make certain payments, enter into sale and leaseback transactons, grant liens on our assets or enter into rate management transactons, subject to certain limitatons. We are permited to make distributons, pay dividends and repurchase shares so long as no default or event of default exists or would exist as a result thereof. As of March 31, 2024, we were in compliance with all required covenants.

Performance-Based Restricted Stock Units. Our Board of Directors has approved a performance-based equity compensaton arrangement for our executve ofcers. This performance-based arrangement provides for the grant of performance-based restricted stock units that represent a possible future issuance of restricted shares of our common shares based on our pre-tax income target for the applicable fscal year. The actual number of restricted shares to be issued to each executve ofcer will be determined when our fnal fnancial informaton becomes available afer the applicable fscal year and will be between zero shares and 70,859 shares in the aggregate for fscal 2024. The restricted shares issued, if any, will fully vest two years afer the end of the fscal year on which the performance is based. We record the compensaton expense for the outstanding performance share units and then-converted restricted stock over the life of the awards.

Annual expense related to the value of restricted stock was $0.5 million in fscal 2024, $0.4 million in fscal 2023, and $0.3 million in fscal 2022, and was recorded in SG&A expense in the Consolidated Statements of Income. Unrecognized compensaton expense related to non-vested restricted stock awards as of March 31, 2024 was $0.2 million and is expected to be recognized over a weighted average period of 0.3 years.

Note 10 — Share Repurchases

Our board of directors has authorized the repurchase of up to 2,600,000 shares of our outstanding common shares. The shares may be repurchased on the open market or in privately negotated transactons subject to applicable securites laws and regulatons. Upon repurchase of the shares, we reduce our common shares for the par value of the shares with the excess applied against additonal paid-in capital. We repurchased 191,861 common shares at an aggregate purchase price of $11.3 million during fscal 2024. We repurchased 181,657 common shares at an aggregate purchase price of $6.6 million during fscal 2023. We repurchased 240,501 common shares at an aggregate purchase price of $8.5 million during fscal 2022. As of March 31, 2024, the number of shares available to be purchased under the share repurchase program was 937,487.

Note 11 — Retrement Plans

Company Sponsored Plans. The majority of our non-bargaining unit employees are eligible to partcipate in a company-sponsored proft sharing plan. Contributons are made at our discreton subject to a maximum amount allowed under the Internal Revenue Code (“IRC”). The proft sharing plan contributon level for each employee depends upon date of hire, and was 2.5% or 5.0% of each employee’s eligible compensaton for fscal 2024, 2023 and 2022. We also have in place a retrement plan covering our collectve bargaining unit employees. The retrement plan provides for a contributon of 2.5% or 5.0% of each employee’s eligible annual wages depending on their hire date. In additon to the employer contributons described above, both the proft sharing plan and the retrement plan include a 401(k) plan that allows employees to contribute pre-tax earnings up to the maximum amount allowed under the IRC, with an employer match of up to 5% of the employee’s eligible compensaton.

We have two employee stock ownership plans (“ESOPs”), one covering the majority of our non-bargaining unit employees and the other covering our collectve bargaining unit employees. Contributons to the plan covering our non-bargaining unit employees are made at our discreton. Contributons to both plans are subject to a maximum amount allowed under the IRC, and were 2.5% or 5.0% of each employee’s eligible wages, depending on each eligible employee’s hire date, for fscal 2024, 2023 and 2022.

We have a nonqualifed deferred compensaton plan covering employees who are classifed as “highly compensated employees” as determined by IRS guidelines for the plan year and who were hired on or before April 1, 2012. Employees who are eligible for the nonqualifed deferred compensaton plan for any plan year are not eligible for the proft sharing plan contributon or the ESOP contributons described above for that plan year. Our contributon to the nonqualifed deferred compensaton plan for fscal 2024, 2023 and 2022 was 10% of each employee’s eligible compensaton, subject to the maximum amount allowed under the IRC.

We have an employee stock purchase plan (“ESPP”) covering substantally all of our employees. The ESPP allows employees to purchase newly-issued shares of the Company’s common shares at a discount from market. The number of new shares issued under the ESPP was 61,981 in fscal 2024, 65,597 in fscal 2023 and 71,692 in fscal 2022.

In 2013, we withdrew from a collectvely bargained multemployer pension plan and recorded a liability for our share of the unfunded vested benefts.
Payments of approximately $0.5 million per year are being made through 2034.

Note 12 — Commitments and Contngencies

Litgaton. As of March 31, 2024, there were no material pending legal proceedings, other than ordinary routne litgaton incidental to the business, to which we or any of our subsidiaries are a party or of which any of our property is the subject. Legal fees associated with such maters are expensed as incurred.

Environmental Remediaton. In the fourth quarter of fscal 2024, we recorded a liability of $7.7 million related to estmated remediaton expenses associated with perchlorinated biphenyls ("PCBs") discovered in the soil at our Rosemount, MN facility during our expansion project. This expense was recorded as an operatng expense within cost of goods sold in our Consolidated Statements of Income. We acquired the property, which had prior heavy industrial use, in fscal 2012. While the source of the PCBs is unknown, we have never brought PCBs onto the property or used PCBs on the site. The liability is not discounted as management expects to incur these expenses within the next twelve months. Given the many uncertaintes involved in assessing environmental claims, our reserves may prove to be insufcient. While it is possible that additonal expense related to the remediaton will be incurred in future periods if currently unknown issues arise, we are unable to estmate the extent of any further fnancial impact.

Asset Retrement Obligatons. We have three leases of land which contain terms that state that at the end of the lease term, we have a specifed amount of tme to remove the property and buildings. Including available lease extensions, these leases expire in 2024, 2033 and 2044. At that tme, anything that remains on the land becomes the property of the lessor, and the lessor has the opton to either maintain the property or remove the property at our expense. We have not been able to reasonably estmate the fair value of the asset retrement obligatons, primarily due to the combinaton of the following factors: certain of the leases do not expire in the near future; we have a history of extending the leases with the lessors and currently intend to do so at expiraton of the lease periods; the lessors do not have a history of terminatng leases with their tenants; and because it is more likely than not that the buildings will have value at the end of the lease life and therefore, may not be removed by either the lessee or the lessor. Therefore, in accordance with accountng guidance related to asset retrement and environmental obligatons, we have not recorded an asset retrement obligaton as of March 31, 2024. We will contnue to monitor the factors surrounding the requirement to record an asset retrement obligaton and will recognize the fair value of a liability in the period in which it is incurred and a reasonable estmate can be made.

Our leases have remaining lease terms of 1 year to 21 years, some of which include optons to extend the lease for up to 15 years.

As of March 31, 2024 and April 2, 2023, our operatng lease components with inital or remaining terms in excess of one year were classifed on the consolidated balance sheet within right-of-use assets, short-term lease liability and long-term lease liability.

MANDATORY CLAWBACK POLICY
Adopted November 1, 2023

A. Policy

The Board of Directors (the “Board”) of Hawkins, Inc. (the “Company”) believes that it is in the best interests of the Company and its stockholders to maintain a culture that emphasizes integrity and accountability and that reinforces the Company’s pay-for-performance compensaton philosophy. The Board has therefore adopted this Mandatory Compensaton Recoupment Policy (this “Policy”) pursuant to Rule 10D-1 of the Securites and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the “Exchange Act”), the U.S. Securites and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) regulatons promulgated thereunder, and applicable listng rules of The Nasdaq Stock Market LLC (“Nasdaq”). Subject to and in accordance with the terms of this Policy, upon a Recoupment Event, each Covered Executve shall be obligated to return to the Company, reasonably promptly, the amount of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton that was received by such Covered Executve during the Lookback Period.

B. Administraton

This Policy is administered by the Compensaton Commitee of the Board (the “Commitee”). Any determinatons made by the Commitee will be fnal and binding on all afected individuals.

C. Defnitons

1. “Accountng Restatement” means an accountng restatement due to the material noncompliance of the Company with any fnancial reportng requirement under the securites laws, including any required accountng restatement to correct an error in previously issued fnancial statements that is (a) material to the previously issued fnancial statements (commonly referred to as a “Big R” restatement), or (b) would result in a material misstatement if the error were corrected in the current period or lef uncorrected in the current period (commonly referred to as a “litle r” restatement).

2. “Covered Executve” means each of the Company’s current and former Secton 16 Ofcers.

3. “Erroneously Awarded Compensaton” means, with respect to each Covered Executve in connecton with an Accountng Restatement, the excess of the amount of Incentve-Based Compensaton received by the Covered Executve during the Lookback Period over the amount of Incentve-Based Compensaton that otherwise would have been received had it been determined based on the restated amounts, computed without regard to any taxes paid. For Incentve-Based Compensaton based on stock price or total shareholder return, where the amount of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton is not subject to mathematcal recalculaton directly from the informaton in an Accountng Restatement:
(a) the amount must be based on a reasonable estmate of the efect of the Accountng Restatement on the stock price or total shareholder return upon which the Incentve-Based Compensaton was received; and (b) the Company must maintain documentaton of the determinaton of that reasonable estmate and provide such documentaton to Nasdaq.

4. “Financial Reportng Measures” are any measures that are determined and presented in accordance with the accountng principles used in preparing the Company’s fnancial statements, and any measures derived wholly or in part from such measures. Stock price and total shareholder return are also Financial Reportng Measures. A Financial Reportng Measure need not be presented within the fnancial statements or included in a fling with the SEC.

5. “Incentve-Based Compensaton” is any compensaton that is granted, earned, or vested based wholly or in part upon the atainment of a Financial Reportng Measure.

6. “Lookback Period” means the three completed fscal years immediately preceding the Required Restatement Date and any transiton period (that results from a change in the Company’s fscal year) of less than nine months within or immediately following those three completed fscal years.

7. A “Recoupment Event” occurs when the Company is required to prepare an Accountng Restatement.

8. “Required Restatement Date” means the earlier to occur of: (a) the date the Company’s Board, a commitee of the Board, or the ofcer(s) of the Company authorized to take such acton if Board

acton is not required, concludes, or reasonably should have concluded, that the Company is required to prepare an Accountng Restatement, or
(b) the date a court, regulator, or other legally authorized body directs the Company to prepare an Accountng Restatement.

9. “Secton 16 Ofcer” is defned as an “ofcer” of the Company within the meaning of Rule 16a-1(f) of the Exchange Act.

10. “Secton 409A” means Secton 409A of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), and the regulatons and guidance promulgated thereunder.

D. Amount Subject to Recovery

The Incentve-Based Compensaton that is subject to recovery under this Policy includes such compensaton that is received by a Covered Executve (i) on or afer October 2, 2023 (even if such Incentve-Based Compensaton was approved, awarded or granted prior to this date), (ii) afer the individual began service as a Covered Executve, (iii) if the individual served as a Secton 16 Ofcer at any tme during the performance period for such Incentve-Based Compensaton, and (iv) while the Company has a class of securites listed on a natonal securites exchange or natonal securites associaton.

The amount of Incentve-Based Compensaton subject to recovery from a Covered Executve upon a Recoupment Event is the Erroneously Awarded Compensaton, which amount shall be determined by the Commitee.
For purposes of this Policy, Incentve-Based Compensaton is deemed “received” in the Company’s fscal period during which the Financial Reportng Measure specifed in the Incentve-Based Compensaton award is atained, even if the payment or grant of the Incentve-Based Compensaton occurs afer the end of that period.

E. Recovery of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton

Promptly following a Recoupment Event, the Commitee will determine the amount of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton for each Covered Executve, and the Company will provide each such Covered Executve with a writen notce of such amount and a demand for repayment or return. Upon receipt of such notce, each afected Covered Executve shall promptly repay or return such Erroneously Awarded Compensaton to the Company.
If such repayment or return is not made within a reasonable tme, the Company shall recover Erroneously Awarded Compensaton in a reasonable and prompt manner using any lawful method determined by the Commitee; provided that recovery of any Erroneously Awarded Compensaton must be made in compliance with Secton 409A.

F. Limited Exceptons

Erroneously Awarded Compensaton will be recovered in accordance with this Policy unless the Commitee determines that recovery would be impractcable and one of the following conditons is met:

· the direct expense paid to a third party to assist in enforcing this Policy would exceed the amount to be recovered, provided the Company has frst made a reasonable efort to recover the Erroneously Awarded Compensaton; or

· the recovery would likely cause a U.S. tax-qualifed retrement plan to fail to meet the requirements of Code Sectons 401(a)(13) and 411(a) and the regulatons thereunder.

Reliance on any of the above exemptons will further comply with applicable listng standards, including without limitaton, documentng the reason for the impractcability and providing required documentaton to Nasdaq.

G. Disclosure Requirements

The Company will fle all disclosures with respect to this Policy required by applicable SEC flings and rules or Nasdaq listng rules.

H. No Insurance or Indemnifcaton

Neither the Company nor any of its afliates or subsidiaries may indemnify any Covered Executve against the loss of any Erroneously Awarded Compensaton (or related expenses incurred by the Covered Executve) pursuant to a recovery of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton under this Policy, nor will the

Company nor any of its afliates or subsidiaries pay or reimburse a Covered Executve for any insurance premiums on any insurance policy obtained by the Covered Executve to protect against the forfeiture or recovery of any compensaton pursuant to this Policy.

I. Interpretaton

The Commitee is authorized to interpret and construe this Policy and to make all determinatons necessary, appropriate, or advisable for the administraton of this Policy. This Policy shall be applied and interpreted in a manner that is consistent with the requirements of Rule 10D-1 and any applicable regulatons, rules or standards adopted by SEC or the rules of any natonal securites exchange or natonal securites associaton on which the Company’s securites are listed. In the event that this Policy does not meet the requirements of Rule 10D-1, the SEC regulatons promulgated thereunder, or the rules of any natonal securites exchange or natonal securites associaton on which the Company’s securites are listed, this Policy shall be deemed to be amended to meet such requirements.

J. Amendment; Terminaton

The Board or the Commitee may amend this Policy in its discreton and shall amend this Policy as it deems necessary to comply with the regulatons adopted by the SEC under Rule 10D-1 and the rules of any natonal securites exchange or natonal securites associaton on which the Company’s securites are listed. The Board or the Commitee may terminate this Policy at any tme. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, no amendment or terminaton of this Policy shall be efectve if that amendment or terminaton would cause the Company to violate any federal securites laws, SEC rules or the rules of any natonal securites exchange or natonal securites associaton on which the Company’s securites are listed.

K. Other Recoupment Rights

Any right of recoupment under this Policy is in additon to, and not in lieu of, any other remedies or rights of recoupment that may be available to the Company pursuant to the terms of any similar provision in any employment agreement or other compensaton plan or agreement and any other legal remedies available to the Company. This Policy is in additon to any other clawback or compensaton recovery, recoupment or forfeiture policy in efect or that may be adopted by the Company from tme to tme, or any laws, rules or listng standards applicable to the Company, including without limitaton, the Company’s right to recoup compensaton subject to Secton 304 of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 and the Company’s Supplemental Compensaton Recoupment Policy. To the extent that applicaton of this Policy would provide for recovery of Erroneously Awarded Compensaton that the Company recovers pursuant to another policy or provision, the amount that is recovered will be credited to the required recovery under this Policy.

L. Successors

This Policy shall be binding and enforceable against all Covered Executves and their benefciaries, heirs, executors, administrators or other legal representatves.
